with FastrackUK and The Original London Pub Company 

 
 

What’s on Offer 
 
> Your job and accommodation arranged before you leave. With very little living expenses you’re 

free to start your adventure from day one. 
 
> Earn £200 or more per week before tax (net up to £175 and tips) for a 39-45 hour week. 
 
> Accommodation provided on the Pub's premises. (you may have to share a room – but that’s a 

great way to meet friends!)  
 
> The meals provided will depend on the employer. Some employers provide up to 3 meals a day. 

Upon placement confirmation of these details will be supplied. 
 
> Jobs can be sorted for couples or friends to work in the same pub. 
 
> OLPC’s London staff are available at any time after you arrive in the UK to discuss how you are 

getting along. After the initial 3 months new jobs can be requested. 
 
> Travel Insurance is not a pre-requite requirement with OLPC. However, cheap travel insurance is 

available upon request. 
 
 
 

What you need 
 

> You must be 19 years old or over. 
 

> Managers prefer some customer service experience and hospitality 
experience is a bonus. If previous experience is limited you can also 
complete a bar course and staff are trained on the job after arrival. 

 

> You must be permitted to work in the UK. Your visa will need to be obtained 
before you leave home. Check out the FastrackUK website for more 
information on applying for your visa: www.fastrackuk.com/Visas.aspx  

 
> You will need a UK bank account for your pay and a National Insurance 

Number to enable to you to pay tax and NI contributions. FastrackUK are 
able to set this up for you before you leave. The UK Starter Pack includes a 
UK bank account, NI Number and UK SIM card. 

 
> Jobs cannot be obtained until a confirmed date of arrival is sorted. Book your air fares as early as 

possible and talk to our staff for advice on cheap airfares. 



 

 

 
> You may need to take part of the uniform with you - generally that is black trousers (or skirts if 

preferred by females) and black shoes and tops are normally provided by the brewery. 
 
 

Getting there 
 
> Travel arrangements are your responsibility. Don’t wait to book a flight until your position has 

been confirmed as you may miss out on a flight. We suggest you make your travel plans at the 
same time as your application for OLPC.  

 
> Shop around - there are good deals available for your flight to London. Prices may vary 

depending on the time of travel.  
 
> Once you have confirmed flight details and arrival times notify the 

OLPC office. These details will support your application.   
 
> OLPC will supply directions from the airport in London to the front 

door of your pub once your position is confirmed.  
 
 
 

On arrival in the UK 
 
> You will receive full directions and instructions on how to get to the 

pub from the airport.  
 
> You’ll be able to move into the Pub on the day of your arrival and 

you’ll usually commence work two days after arriving so you can 
adjust after your long flight!  

  
> Full on the job training is provided and National Insurance application forms are provided on 

arrival at the pub. However, if you would like your NI Number organised before you leave contact 
FastrackUK for more information. 

 
> All relevant phone numbers will be given to you before your departure and OLPC’s London staff 

are available to answer any questions you may have.
